CAP System Review

We currently have 2 Tiers. One is the Supports Waiver and one is the Comprehensive Needs Waiver. Supports Waivers are for those who require a smaller amount of need. We are moving towards 4 Tiers. 
Self-direction - The concept is that you control who you are going to hire directly, when they are going to work, and how much you are going to pay them. The state would provide the screening, the background checks, payroll, etc. Right now, the self-direction idea is only available for those on the Supports Waiver but it should apply to the more Tiers in the future. 

Changes in the waiver limits for home and community supports – the amount of hours per month has actually not changed, the state is just now beginning to strictly enforce the limit. Extensions on the amount can be made upon approval. 
Durham has 335 on a waiver currently. There were 42 who put in extension requests – answers are supposed to be coming by the end of the month.

CAP wait list – those with the highest need do get the waiver first. It is not determined by the amount of time a person has been on the list. Work with your support broker if you are not on the list and need to be. There are currently 140 people on the wait list.
Supports Intensity Scale – the assessment tool that measures practical support requirements of a person with an intellectual disability. It focuses on the daily supports an individual needs to live as independently as possible.
Developmental Therapy hours were doubled on January 1st. Contact your support broker to follow up on this if you receive this service.
Some Durham Center Funded Programs…

ARC of Durham has respite vouchers. You can decide who you want to provide the respite and at what rate and the ARC can provide a stipend to you (to a limit) for this. 
First in Families: They can help reach needs when those needs cannot be met by CAP Waivers or if you do not have the waiver. (Funding is for TimeBanks)
TRACK Program – therapeutic respite for adolescents who are 12 -17 years of age who have significant behavioral concerns. It is at Murdoch center and has a max of 45 days.

Project Search – program for special needs students who are leaving DPS. It is in collaboration with The Durham Center, OE Enterprises, DPS, and Vocational Rehab. It is an internship program. This will target 8-12 students per year. It is proposed to start next school year. Application process required.
